4. Citation Format

All references within the text are placed in parenthe-
ses containing the author’s surname followed by a comma
before the date of publication (Chomsky, 1973). If the sen-
tence already includes the author’s name, then it is only
necessary to put the date in parentheses: Aslin, 1949) .
When several works are cited, those references are sep-
arated with a semicolon (Chomsky, 1973; Feigl, 1958):
When the reference has more than three authors, only the
name of the first author, followed by et al, appears (Fletcher
etal., 1907).

Bibliographical references are listed in alphabetical or-
der at the end of the article. The title of the section, “Ref-
erences”, will be a level 1 heading. The first line of each
bibliographical reference is justified to the left of the col-
umn, and the rest of the entry is indented by 0.35 cm.
The following examples illustrate the format for conference
proceedings (Chave, 1964), books (Butcher, 1981), articles
(Howells, 1951) in journals, Ph.D. theses (Croft, 1978), and
chapters of book (Feigl, 1958).
